Relational 

Examples:

· Tell your mom or dad you love them more often

· Fight less with siblings

· Honor your mom or dad by being obedient without being told twice

· Be more thoughtful to a friend at school

· Make a new friend

· Volunteer to help a teacher in class

· Help someone with their homework

· Offer to do chores around the house

Life Skills


Examples:

· Learn to fix something around the house

· Bake cookies or some kind of treat

· Make a meal or grill out together

· Build a model (car, airplane, etc.)

· Explore a new sport

· Learn how to create a budget and open a bank account

· Create a grocery list for a family for a week

· Wash a car together

· Learn how to fix a flat tire or change the oil

· Paint or draw a picture together

· Create a resume and fill out a job application together

· Take a tour of a factory or business

8. Who decides on the activities that you and your Mentee engage in? Tell me some of the activities you do together?

9.  Have any of the goals set up for your relationship been accomplished?

10.  Do you feel that your friendship is a two-way street?

11. Is there any way you would want to change your relationship with your Mentee?

12. Do you find mentoring enjoyable?  What have been the struggles?
Setting goals is a good skill to develop in life. It helps us understand what is important in life and what is not. It is also very rewarding to set a goal and accomplish it, and it can be very helpful to know when you failed to reach a certain goal. Work together to set goals for your match in each category and together you can help each other stay focused on what is important in life.
